Rubio meets PM, delivers Trump
invite to visit US in ‘near future’

New Delhi: After the roller
coaster of past 12 months, the
US and India is looking to stea-
dy the relationship with visit-
ing secretary of state Marco
Rubio calling on Prime Minis-
ter Narendra Modi on Satur-
day and delivering an invita-
tion from President Donald
Trump to visit the US “in the
near future”.

According to a US readout,
as the two sides discussed the
situation in West Asia, Rubio
emphasised that the US will
not let Iran hold the global en-
ergy market hostage and af-
firmed that US energy prod-
ucts have the potential to di-
versify India’s energy supply.

Speaking at a US embassy
event later, Rubio, who will
participate in the Quad for-
eign ministers’ meeting on
Tuesday, said the India-US re-
